	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Jim Lyle gave some background to his planning application which was later on the agenda. He advised that he had lived at Little Trewince since 1980 and had stopped keeping animals in 1986, at which time he had started using an agricultural building as a workshop and domestic storage. The application was for a certificate of lawfulness for the change of use.
Joy Thomas alluded to the fact that Chris Manhire, who had lived in Stithians all his life and was severely disabled was now in accommodation at St Michaels Hospital because his condition had deteriorated and his flat was unsuitable and not able to be adapted to suit his needs. Obviously, all his friends are in Stithians and he really wants to return if possible.
She pointed out that there was no suitable accommodation for him in Stithians and enquired about the possibility of suitable accommodation being made available in any new-build. She particularly mentioned the site in Hendra Road for which a pre-application had been submitted.

She was informed that, from the details that had been presented to the Parish Council, it appeared that there may well be suitable accommodation. Members agreed to be mindful of his need for two-bedroomed ground floor property in order to accommodate a Carer which could be adapted to suit his needs at such time as any new development was proposed.
