	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Mrs Bowden alluded to the impending loss of the post office and expressed concern at the difficulties that would be faced by people without transport.

The Chairman stated that both the Parish Council and Cornwall Councillor John Thomas had done everything they could to try to maintain the post office but it was now clear that Mrs Brush did not want it in the shop. Cllr Blease advised that it had been hoped that it could be located in the Seven Stars but, following negotiations with the Post Office, the landlady had decided not to proceed.
Mr Burleigh was concerned about the situation as he relied on public transport and the nearest post office was in Ponsanooth to where there was no bus service from Stithians.

Cllr Blease advised that the Stithians Centre Management Committee had agreed in principle to an outreach facility being run from the Centre and that the postmaster from Ponsanooth had been appointed to run it.

He pointed out, however, that the present facility would close by the end of the week and, as negations over the use of the centre were still on-going, there would be a period where there would be no post office in Stithians.

He further advised that, before the outreach could open, the Post Office required a phone line, which they would finance, and the electrical system in the room from which it is to operate upgrading to comply with electrical regulations which were not in force at the time the building was completed. He expected that the Post Office would also pay for this work. He went on to say that Colin Pound (Post Office Services) was due to meet the Chairman of the Stithians Centre Management Committee on 29th July to “scope” the building and that he would also be discussing matters with Maggie Bennetts, their Project Manager.
Cllr Blease advised that the opening hours of the outreach were to be 09.00 – 13.00 on Tuesdays with two sessions from 13.00 – 15.00 as yet to be decided and that all existing facilities would be offered with the exception of car tax.

Diane Bell expressed her thanks to the PC for the erection of the practice goal posts in the Playing Field.

Mrs Moyle asked if the PC had any objection to wreaths at the War Memorial being left for a much longer period than was currently the case. Several Members pointed out that it was common practice to do so and all were in agreement that this should be the case, expressing surprise that it wasn’t done.
The Clerk agreed to write to the Secretary of the local branch of the Royal British Legion pointing out that this should be done. 
Mrs Moyle also advised that there was still a problem with cricket balls being hit into the cemetery, the latest incident that she was aware of being on 11th July. The Chairman advised that the Clerk was presently in correspondence with the Cricket Club on this matter. 

The Clerk agreed to contact the Cricket Club again requesting that further consideration be given to the erection of netting to prevent this happening. 
Mr Burleigh stated that he had been in contact with Royal Mail about a replacement post box at Hendra Close and had been informed that that it would take approximately three months as it was necessary to investigate the possibility of underground services being affected and then to plan for its erection.
He also expressed concern at the way hedges had been trimmed between Hendra Close and the Church and asked who was responsible. 
Mr Burleigh also expressed concern over the fact that several PRoWs were in need of trimming. 

Cllr Mrs Thomas agreed to take the matter up with the Council’s Contractor.
